Wow you are about to embark on the most incredible journey of your life. You are about to take a glimpse at all
the good things that God has planned for you. As you delve into your Covenant of Peace with God you will find
great treasures. Great blessings. You will find the fullness of every good thing that God has planned for you.
God has planned this from the beginning of time.

You see the God of Peace (Romans 15:33; 2 Corinthians 13:11; Philippians 4:9) sent the Prince of Peace (Isaiah
9:6) to establish a Government of Peace (Isaiah 9:7) and ratify the Covenant of Peace (Isaiah 54:10; Ezekiel
37:26) so that we could preach the Gospel of Peace (Romans 10:15; Ephesians 6:15) and live in Peace (1
Timothy 2:3-4) in a city called the New Teaching of Peace (Revelation 21:2). We will live for eternity in New
Jerusalem. Jerusalem means teaching of Peace and comes from the word Shalam.

Peace is much more then a calm state of mind. Peace is health, prosperity, sound mind, sound body, and
completeness. Peace is complete satisfaction in every area of your life. God wants you to be completely
satisfied. God has a plan to accomplish peace/complete satisfaction in your life. Walk down the path that God
has set before you and you will be completely satisfied.

Hebrew Language

To understand biblical peace we must first understand the Hebrew words Shalowm (Peace) and Shalam (to be
whole). Shalowm is the Hebrew word for peace. Inthe Hebrew language you must first understand the root word
before you can understand the word it self. The root word for Shalowm is Shalam. In the Hebrew language there
are 266 root words. All Hebrew words come from one of the root words.

The Hebrew language uses a different alphabet then we do. Because we are not familiar with the Hebrew
alphabet | am going to use the English alphabet to show you some examples of the Hebrew language. In the
Hebrew language they do not use any vowels so you could write Shalam like this — SHLM. Hebrew root words
are always three letters long so we would further change Shalam to — SHL. When you make a word from a root
word you will always include the three letters that make up that root word. So in our example we could write
Shalowm like this — SHLWM. | underlined the SHL in our example because | wanted you to notice that our new
word SHLWM (Shalowm) still includes the root word SHL (Shalam). Our new word SHLWM (Shalowm) carries
the meaning of the root word SHL (Shalam).

That is why in this study we will first take a close look at the word Shalam (wholeness) before we move onto the
word for Peace or Shalowm.

How to use this study

This study is broken into four main chapters. The first and second chapters are for the Hebrew words Shalam
(Wholeness) and Shalowm (Peace). The third chapter is for the Greek (New Testament) word Eirene (Peace).
The fourth chapter is for additional words that come from Shalam.

In the first three chapters we take a look at every verse in the bible that includes that particular word (Shalam,
Shalowm, and Eirene). The three chapters look at a total of 444 verses. | have attempted to break the chapters
down into meaningful categories. That way you can study a group of verses that have a similar meaning or intent.
The word that is highlighted in the Bible Verse is the word that was translated into English from the original
Hebrew or Greek word.
